The Keys to Our Success 
 

Some thoughts about why God is using us so effectively: 
 

1.  Our ministry is rooted in prayer.  The last thing in the world The Evil One wants is strong, godly 
men leading their homes, their churches, and their nation.  Our prayer team is critical for this fight. 
 

2.  The timing is right.  A new age is dawning. A genuine awakening of the church to its failure to focus 
on discipling men is taking place right now across America and in the PCA. 
 

3.  God has uniquely prepared Gary for this work.  His passion and speaking ability ignite men’s 
devotion to Christ and his practical wisdom shows them how godly masculinity is lived out on a daily 
basis.  His church planting experience training leaders and equipping members to use their gifts has 
perfectly prepared him to train men’s ministry leadership teams.
